• AB 2449: New addition to Brown Act 

Standards starting this January 2023. 

But this legislation doesn’t change 

much.  

• Short story: when there isn’t a state 

of emergency (which enables AB 

361 rules), voting members of a 

Brown Act meeting will have to 

participate in person for most 

meetings (at least 80% of meetings).
