5. Resource Requests

It is determined by our dean whether we have money to cover expenses that are not
Fund 1 —funds we receive from the district.

Dean Lacefield has reviewed and mentioned that we might find funding elsewhere, if
necessary, but must be prioritized and reviewed by PBC (Planning & Budget Council)
regardless.

For example:

e If you need a Student Assistant, you must justify why and explain what the
duties they will be expected to have. This must be approved by PBC to
determine how this Student Assistant will be funded.

e If we want to utilize funding for Menlo Park funding, it must be used in a
way that will serve Menlo Park residents.

e Apprenticeship is very specific and paid for by a grant from the state.
