1. Register for COOP 670 or for one of 
the internship classes listed as 672 on 
WebSCHEDULE.

2. Attend an orientation session on the 
Cooperative Education Program early in 
the semester. 

3. Inform your employer or volunteer 
supervisor that you are participating in 
the cooperative education program.

4. Perodically check in with your 
professor to make sure you are on track. 

5. Meet the minimum number of hour 
requirements for the semester.
