What is a Dual-CRN?

Linking honors and non-honors sections

Retains the enrollment limit

~aculty only paid for 1 section

3-unit courses



What is a 1-unit linked course?

Honors colloquium: discipline and topic
specific

1-unit seminar style course
Desighed for honors students
8 weeks with 2 hour meetings

Example: PLSC 325 — Politics and Religion

— Interdisciplinary links in Economics, Philosophy,
Psychology, Sociology (and Political Science)

Future: Oral COMM
