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The department will continue to work on promotion of Spanish courses, the Spanish program, and recently
approved ADT-Spanish. We would like to have more support from our marketing and outreach departments.

We plan to continue to work closely with other faculty in Latin American and Latino/a Studies, as well as the
newly established Puente program, so as to promote our programs and certificates.

Depending on the scheduling of SPAN 161 and 162 - Latino Literature, we may need to revise the
English/Spanish Biliteracy and Bilingualism Certificate.

We will work on redesigning SPAN 680 - Spanish for Medical Professionals, if there is interest from MEDA and
RADT to include this course as a selective in their programs.

We want to explore the possibility of bringing back our intermediate sequence (SPAN 131/132/140) in the
daytime.

We plan to update curriculum to limit DE option in courses that already have it so that fully online courses are
not offered, as well as evaluate whether to add a DE option to courses that do not currently have it.
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
