Additionally, it was suggested that the college should select committee members on the basis of positions which would be part of the college’s EOC.  The EOC will collaborate with first responders and work with the District as well as with college community.  The committee would become an ‘arm’ of the District’s EOC.  Can conduct table top exercises.  It was also suggested that the committee could provide table top exercises and utilize its platform to provide training for the college. It was noted that the committee would need members from Instruction and Student Services.    

Committee members explained that in the past, there had been two separate committees/groups.  One was the college’s EOC and the second was the Safety Committee.  Some members felt that it makes sense to consolidate both into one, smaller group.

‘Makes sense to have an EOC group in light of changes at the district level’.

‘Is there a gap to voice a safety concern?  If so, how should we address the gap?’
