1. COLTS-CON

Counselor input encouraging STEM/Health majors.
"Math is not so scary". Math anxiety vs. FUN.

Consistency. At college level you need frequency.

STEM support /services/JAM/scholarship/recommendations orientation. = STEM team presentation!

Introduction to JAMS focusing on FYE but also promoting continuing students.
