Release From Isolation / Quarantine

Isolation and quarantine directed individuals will provide self-attestation to COVID-19

Health Officer (CHO). The following must be assessed:

e Acknowledgement of directive for isolation (COVID+ test) or quarantine
(symptomatic or confirmed exposure)

e Completion of isolation or quarantine (beginning and ending date) consistent with
CDC recommendations

¢ Confirmation of no symptoms; or improved symptoms, and no fever for 24 hours
