Chris Strugar-Fritsch presented on the updates to Building 9. The west side of Building 9 is
finished except for the sun shade. The east side is under construction this fall and winter with
an estimated completion date in January or February of 2020. Caflada Vista is estimated to be
finished in February or March of 2020.

Building 13 modernization in the amount of $26.9 million has been approved. Hopefully to

begin construction in 2021. Swing space will be used in Building 16 and 17 and moves could
begin next Summer with completion in December of 2020.
